Smith. While the rest of the family welcomes
his father’s return, thirteen-year-old C. J.

Reaching Qut by francisco Jiménez. In this
poignantly written autobiography, Jimenez
recounts his days as a young Mexican American
student who is the first in his family to attend
college.

Tiger Moon by Antonia Michaelis, translated
by by Anthea Bell. A betrayed woman facing
death, a most unlikely hero, and a sarcastic
talking white tiger in colonial-era India come
together in a magical story within a story.
